In addition, please read for 20 minutes each day, five minutes (at least) should be with an adult and the text discussed afterwards.

Maths and Comprehension will be completed weekly in your home learning book.

You should also choose one task from the home learning grid per week and complete this in your homework book, unless specified otherwise.  

Task sheets will be given out on Friday and returned on the following Tuesday.  Parents are to sign the homework task sheet and confirm the number of sessions of times table practice, spelling and reading for the week.

Please remember your presentation:  your work in your homework book should be as neat as your work in your lesson books in class. Some points to remember:

· Headings, dates and titles to be underlined in pencil with a ruler.
· Writing should be done in black handwriting pen 
· Pictures, illustrations or diagrams should be drawn in pencil and labelled with a ruler.
