Choose your favourite poem and discuss it with someone at home (parents / brothers / sisters / grandparents etc). Include the following aspects:

STEPS TO SUCCESS

· What the poem is about

· Who wrote the poem and whether this poet has written any other poems

· Whether there is a rhyming pattern (if so can you describe it?)

· How the poem is organised (eg: are there verses? If so how many? How long are they? etc)

· Which is your favourite / least favourite part and why

· Whether there is any strong language which create images in your head

· Whether the poem reminds you of any other poems

· Whether it is a funny poem or not

· What improvements you could make to the poem and why

· Whether you would recommend the poem and why

Also practise reading it aloud as next week you will be given the opportunity to discuss the poem with other members of the class. Please bring it in on Tuesday so you can read it to the rest of the class.

Challenge:  As you are reading, identify whether there are any examples of similes, metaphors or personification
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
