LI – carry out research and decide how to present it

On Tuesday 13th March, we are going to the Rivers and Rowing Museum in Henley Upon Thames. Your homework this week (and part of next week’s too) is to find out some information about the River Thames.

Information you must include:

· Where the source is

· Where the mouth is

· The names of some of the towns and villages it flows through 

· How long it is

· A map showing the journey of the river 
· Fact files about animals that live on or in the river

· Bibliography (a list of the resources you have used) 

You might also want to include:

· Information about whether it has ever flooded, and if it has when and where

· Some facts about the towns and villages it flows through

· Its length in comparison to other rivers in the United Kingdom

Remember to think before you start about how you will present your information (eg: a report in Word, a booklet in Publisher or an information leaflet). Think about how to present the information clearly (eg: headings, sub headings, bullet points, diagrams).
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
