LI – identify the language and organisational features of newspaper articles
Look through some newspapers at home and select an article. Stick it into your book and identify:

· The main headline

· Any smaller headline that is underneath

· The picture and any caption that says what is in the picture

· Opening paragraph with answers to the W questions (who, where, when, what)

· Organisation in columns

· The journalist’s name

· Mainly third person (he, she, they)

· Mainly past tense, with some possible present and future tense

· Information from witnesses / interviewees

· Information that is included about the witness (eg: name, age, job)

· Sensational / exaggerated language (language that is used to have an effect on the reader)

· Closing paragraph
Challenge: can you find an article from a tabloid and a broadsheet newspaper and compare the language in the two? Which has the more formal language? Which has the most informal language? Note down examples you can see.

Challenge 2: compare other aspect s of the two articles (presentation, size of headline etc). Remember to use quality connectives to structure your comparison.
